There are no costs or fees to participate in the ride and no commercialization or 

selling of merchandise of any kind will be allowed. The sole purpose of this ride is 

to honor and remember these 31 Heroes and keep their memory alive in the hearts 

and minds of our community. 

All personal protective equipment required by Virginia law must be worn by 

participants. The EXTORTION 17 Memorial Ride is the only ride fully supported by 

the City of Virginia Beach Special Events with an escort provided by the Virginia 

Beach Police Department and support from the Virginia Beach Fire Department. 

You must sign the liability waiver to participate in this ride. 

Prior to the ride, there will be an Opening Ceremony with a Marine Corps League 

Color Guard, singing of the National Anthem, a prayer/invocation and TAPS. 

Frogmen MC will read aloud the names and share a personal story of the 30 

Soldiers, Sailors, Airmen and 1 Military Working Dog who made the ultimate 

sacrifice defending our freedoms. Memorial remembrance cards and ride 

wristbands will be provided to ride participants on a first come first served basis. 

The Patriot Guard stood for many, if not all of the Heroes of EXTORTION 17, and 

we still stand in support of the Gold Star Families. Many of the Frogmen MC knew 

and served alongside these valiant warriors and stand in support of the Gold Star 

Families.
